Competitive Advantages of XMediusFAX

�Key architectural advancements leveraging XMediusFAX SP 
technology

- High scalability and optimized performance

- SOA-compliant architecture and open standards database

- Centralized administration
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- Centralized administration

- Unique “multi-tenancy” and “built-in redundancy” 

�Enhanced Active Directory integration
- Supports multiple LDAP-based directories 

�Active Directory & Lotus Domino: no database schema modifications required

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1)  Are we certified/compatible/etc., with Oracle’s Virtual Directory application (apparently like Active Directory)

2)  Can you perform a print to fax from within an MS Office Doc (as an example) whereas instead of SendFAX, the user 

accesses our Web GUI? 

 A print to web printer is not available 
 

3)  As XMF server places fax images/index info in the data store, is that process encrypted?  Can the images be 

encrypted? 

 This is a network security issue, not XMF oriented.  Best practice is to have all faxes routed to a folder to 
where a document management system can encrypt there afterwards.  
 

4)  When two SP systems are using Inter-System Replication, regarding the file shares/image stores, are any specific 

ports are used?  Ports 443/138?

 Host Monitor - 7810 + 7811 

 Trader  - 7812 + 7813 

 All other modules will user ports available in the following range : 7600 to 7699  
 

5) Can FOIP packets be prioritized over a network over data or “other” types of packets? 

 In theory yes, there's a TOS (type of service) setting that can be applied on the packets that routers can use 
to prioritize the traffic, Xmedius has no means of changing the priority. So the answer from the XMediusFAX
